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Younes Nazarian

Born in Teheran, Iran in 1931, Mr. Younes Nazarian was trained as a tool and dye technician at the Railway Technical School in Iran, He is
well known as a philanthropist, industrialist, businessman and a leader of the Iranian Jewish community in Los Angeles.

Mr. Nazarian co-founded and owned companies involved in manufacturing and import/export of heavy construction equipment in Iran
and Israel. The Polban Construction Company, which he founded, was one of the largest construction companies in Iran. In a joint venture
with Solel Boneh, 2 large Israeli construction company, Polban built 2 majot road in Iran and, in a joint venture with Mekorot, the major
Israeli water company, built a water pipeline from Karaj Dam to Teheran. Techno-Is Commercial Corporation, a company he established in
Teheran, was one of the fargest import/export companies of construction machinery in the region, manufacturing and exporting to many
Gulf nations.

In the United States, Mr. Nazarian wasa co-owner of Stadco, a tool and dye manufacturing company for specialty parts in the aerospace industry,
He was also a co-founder and major shareholder of QUALCOMM Inc., a leader in the development of digital wireless communications and
technologies, Mr. Nazarian serves as Secretary on the Board of Directors and is a major shareholder of ANG Inc., 2 manufactuzer of products
for the military, commercial and industrial markets. He served as Chairman of Qtron Inc., 2 wotld-class turnkey contract manufacturer.
Mr, Nazarian is involved in the hotel industry in the United States and has real estate investments in both the U.S. and Israel. He is a Member
of the Advisory Board at Bear Stearns Merchant Banking Partners in New York.

Mr. Nazarian is a strong supporter of numerous charicable organizations in both the U.S. and Israel and is among the largest supporters of
the IDE. He serves on the Narional Board of Directors for Friends of the Israel Defense Forces and is Chairman Emeritus of their West Coast
office in Los Angeles. He is a Member of the Board of Directors for the Jewish Federation and Iranian American Jewish Federation, both in
Los Angeles. He also served as Chairman of the Habib Levy Cultural & Educational Foundation and as a Member of the Board of Directors
of the Jewish Television Network.

Mr. Nazarian is a Member of the Board of Governors of the University of Haifa and of the Board of Directors of Sapir Academic College.
He is presently Chairman of the Board of Governors of the Jerusalem Academy of Music and Dance in Jerusalem and previously served as
Chairman of the Haifa Foundation, Mr. Nazarian is the President of the Younes and Soraya Nazarian Family Foundation based in Los Angeles
and of their Israeli counterpart named Ima Foundation. The primary mission of both of these foundations is to promote education as the
most important vehicle to bridge socio-economic gaps and encourage the pursuit of excellence. The Ima Foundation funded construction of
new buildings at the Jerusalem Academy of Music and Dance, the Academic Library at Sapir College and a new wing of the Library at the
University of Haifa. The Foundation also grants scholarships and funds various projects in the field of education. The Younes and Soraya
Nazarian Family Foundation initiated and supports diverse cooperative projects including the Nazarian-Rand Istael Energy Project to study
Israel's energy needs and the Mayo Clinic in Rochester Minnesota partnership with Chaim-Sheba Medical Center for Medical Simulation
Carricalum. '

Mz, Nazarian is married to Soraya, a sculptor. They have four children and eight grandchildren.
